Election Results – WSPTA to be headed by first Male  President in 104 years!  

One of the highlights of last weekend’s convention was the election of officers and installation of a new Board of 
Directors.  Scott Allen of Bellevue, who is currently serving as Vice-President, was elected to a two year term as 
President, marking the first time in our 104 year history that WSPTA will be led by a man.  Other officers elected 
include Dori Tate  of Puyallup, Vice-President; Novella Fraser  of Federal Way, Secretary (one-year term); 
Jeanette Muck of Vancouver, Legislative Director; and Karen Albers of Richland, Membership Directors.  Newly 
elected Board members are Julietta Hokanson  of Silverdale (Region 1); Christine Gillingham  of Vancouver 
(Region 3); Cathy Christensen  of Olympia (Region 4); Moneika Rupert  of Enumclaw (Region 5); Charles Miller  
of Marysville (Region 7); Allyson Johnson  of Renton (Region 9) and Vicky Seward  of Spokane Valley (Region 
15).  All of these newly elected officers and board members will take office on June 1st, and will join the following 
officers and board members whose terms are continuing: Finance Officer Sherry Marlin  of Shoreline, Leadership 
Director Kari Wilkinson of Lakebay, Program Director Maureen Monson  of Renton, Audrey Bennett of Belle-
vue (Region 2), Sudene Snyder of Bothell (Region 6), Kathleen O’Grady of Anacortes (Region 8), Lorrie 
Brunson  of Tacoma (Region 10) and Lynne McAdoo of Richland (Region 12).  In addition, the delegates 
elected three members to the 2010 Nominating Committee:  Connie Gerlitz , Charlotte Kemble , and Suzy 
Orth .  Congratulations to all, and thank you for your willingness to serve. 

Convention News: Delegates approve bylaw amendments  including increase in membership service fees 
and electronic voting  

Another major part of the convention was the general session in which 36 separate amendments to the Uniform 
Bylaws were adopted.  These changes include an increase in the WSPTA membership service fee beginning in 
the fall of 2009 to $5.25 per member, and increasing twenty-five (25) cents per member for 2010-11 and 2011-
12.  The change in the membership service fee that local units forward to WSPTA was recommended because 
the state association’s revenues have not kept pace with the cost of providing services—for example since 1997 
those fees have increased 16% (from $4.00  to 4.75 per member) yet the cost of living over the same time period 
has increased by a much higher rate.  To keep up with inflation alone between the years of 1997 and 2008, the 
dues for 2008-09 should have been $5.40.  Another reason for the increase was to begin rebuilding the associa-
tion’s reserves, which have been reduced by a combination of a litigation settlement, declining revenues from 
some activities, and the overall reduction in the stock and bond market.  Another significant bylaw amendment 
allows local units and councils to include in their standing rules provisions for  electronic or mail voting for offi-
cers.  A committee headed by Region 2 Director Audrey Bennett has developed some guidance for those units 
and councils that may be interested in pursuing these options—it will be available on our website in the next few 
weeks.  Stay tuned.  

WSPTA Co-sponsors 2 upcoming events of interest to parents

provide examples.  On Monday, May 18 th  a large group of both individual and organizational sponsors, including 
WSPTA, present a discussion with Katie Haycock , Executive Director of Education Trust , a national leader in 
the education reform movement, on the subject of NOW WHAT?

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WSPTA Convention Awards  

The Annual Convention is another opportunity to recognize outstanding efforts on behalf of children by indi-
viduals and local PTAs and Councils with a variety of recognition programs.  The Friend of Children  Award  
is the highest award given by the Washington State PTA, and is presented to a group or individual performing 
outstanding work on behalf of children throughout the years.  This year’s recipient, Representative Ruth 
Kagi , is a small business owner who has represented the 32nd District, which includes Shoreline, Woodway, 
Edmonds, Lake Forest Park and Kenmore, since 1998. She chairs the House Early Learning & Children’s 
Services Committee, and has been a tireless advocate for children, especially those whose voices are muted 
by poverty, abuse and neglect or disability.  Nationally, she chairs the National Conference of State Legisla-
ture’s Human Services Committee.  Ruth’s long history of community and public service includes serving as 
Vice President of the League of Women Voters of Washington. She received her B.A. from the University of 
Washington and Masters in Public Administration from Syracuse University. During her ten years in the legis-
lature, she has focused on improving early learning and child care, strengthening foster care, and reforming 
the state’s drug sentencing and truck safety laws.  Unlike the Friend of Children award, which is announced in 
advance, the WSPTA Outstanding Service Award  was presented as a surprise at Saturday night’s ban-
quet.  This award recognizes a volunteer (or in this instance a couple of volunteers) who work for children and 
youth beyond the bounds of a job, PTA, or a specific school community, recognizing extraordinary volunteer 
time to help children achieve their potential.  This year’s recipients were Connie & Dennis Gerlitz  of Medina, 
whose twenty-plus years of PTA service on behalf of children serve as an inspiration to all.  A video clip of the 
moving award presentation and their equally moving response will be posted to our website soon.  Another 
surprise award is the Outstanding Local Unit Award , presented at Saturday afternoon’s general session, 
recognizing the PTA unit that, when compared to all others in their unique environments and within their own 
special circumstances, is most representative of a local unit exemplifying the purposes and mission of 
PTA.  This year’s honoree is Arrowhead Elementary No. 6.10.5 from Kenmore, which has compiled an im-
pressive list of accomplishments all supporting the children of its community.  This award brings with it a cash 
grant (funded by a $5 contribution from every local PTA unit and Council) to enable the honoree to send sev-
eral members to the National PTA Convention, which will be held in Fort Lauderdale, Florida in late June, and 
Arrowhead’s leaders are busily making plans for a well-deserved trip.  Additional PTAs and individuals who 
were honored at the Annual Convention will be posted to the WSPTA website in the next few weeks and high-
lighted in future editions of the Leadership News.

Another event that took place in conjunction with the Annual Convention was the Reflections Ceremony, in 
which more than one hundred young people were recognized for their art work in a variety of media.  Earlier 
this week National PTA announced that eleven of the twenty-three Reflections Award recipients that were 
sent to national have been selected for recognition.  They are Award of Excellence winners Varenya Shri-
kant , Primary Dance Choreography, Stevenson PTA, Bellevue; Jeannette Yu , Middle/Junior Literature, 
Northwood Middle PTSA, Renton; William Zhang , Intermediate Musical Composition, Bellevue Children's 
Academy PTA, Bellevue; Jason Wang , Senior Musical Composition, Newport High PTSA, Bellevue; Brian 
Burgess , Senior Photography, Skyline High PTSA, Sammamish; Maki Nakano , Intermediate Visual Arts, 
Melvin G. Syre PTA, Shoreline; and Gabriel Handson , Middle/Junior Visual Arts, Sequoia Campus/
